WHAT IS VUFC UP TO?

After a year of effort and preparation, Victorians United For Change (VUFC) has announced its schedule for a
Coordinated Campaign —2010. Itis based on a multi-faceted field plan that will focus its most intense efforts during
the first two weeks of July and the last two weeks of October leading up to Election Day on November 2.
Specifically, phone banks will begin operating early in July to identify potential voters and initiate a get-out-the-vote
program. Democratic Headquarters will be open beginning in July through Election Day.

Then, after October 15, telephone calls will contact registered Democrats to encourage their voting early (a straight
ticket, of course) and neighborhood walkers will visit the homes of Democrats on weekends for that personal touch.
Training will be provided to the volunteers and technology will inform the phone bank and walkers when someone
has already voted so that individual will not be contacted further. A list of the working committees is included below
for you to consider where your skills can be used best. When in full operation the plan will be labor intensive, but
right now help is needed in two particular areas. They are the VAN and the Volunteer committees which call for
computer literate types and people willing to recruit volunteers, respectively. Their combined

task is to compile an accurate volunteer database.
